In order to prevent data loss, it is important to follow certain safety measures
before removing a device.

First, and MOST important, close all open windows. Check your taskbar for “lit up” buttons
very carefully.
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Once you have found the correct icon, click on it. 2 | Open Devices and Printers
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Wait for a few seconds. If a notification appears at the bottom of the screen saying it's safe
to remove the flash drive (pictured below), you may remove the drive from the computer.
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The 'KINGSTOM ()" device can now be safely removed
from the computer,

If a warning dialogue appears instead (pictured below), it means that the flash drive is still in
use. Make sure that all folders and files are indeed closed and then go back to step 2. This
IS very important to protect against data loss.
